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The Doughdish is a reproduction of the original wooden Herreshoff 12-1/2 made with fiberglass and 
teak. It is built to the exact hull dimensions and rig of the sloops designed by N.G. Herreshoff in 1914, so 
it may compete in regattas and races with the original 12 1/2s.  This is a great alternative to an all-
wooden boat; it has the traditional look and sails brilliantly while benefiting from the ease of fiberglass.  
This design was originally intended to teach younger people how to sail, but it has also become a favorite 
amongst adults of varying experience.  This boat has an avid following and will hold its value if main-
tained well. 

This 1983 Doughdish’s sale includes: a cradle (no trailer), cockpit cover, 
recent Sperry Sails, spinnaker sail and pole, life jackets, and an anchor.  
GRAMPUS is in good shape, but the brightwork will need some refreshing.  
The seats and sole have been left raw and have weathered to teak grey.
